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Several months ago I met with a fellow evangelist here in
Panamá to seek council concerning a missionary trip into
the far reaches of the Darién jungle. The purpose was to
contact and evangelize several villages of the Embera
Indian tribe which inhabits a vast expanse of rainforest
from Southern Panamá to Northern Colombia. These
villages have groups of refugees who have fled across the
Colombia-Panamá border in order to escape the
atrocities of the Guerilla war that rages in what was once
their homeland. Since he grew up in that general region
and maintains contact with leaders from those villages, I
asked him to make the necessary contacts and we began
to plan the evangelistic campaign which took place the
first ten days of August.
